His works are a tribute to the beauty and strength of his home state, Florida, where he
gathers his materials, and he pays special focus on the power of inclement weather and “the poetic marks that Nature leaves” on man-made
materials. His works also pay tribute to the lives behind these objects. Norbert Gonsalves, an award-winning ceramicist, strives "to capture ‘Rass’ a
Hindi word that means sap of a plant or tree . .. the essence or spirit of the subject.” He starts with a sketch, a representation from memory of
movement, then shapes clay into abstract, scaffolding compositions that convey energy and movement, and balance negative and positive space. He
works to control and diffuse the light that filters through the sculpture and reflects off the surface, to create soft and hard cast shadows.
